(Keep in mind this can either be a passage
from the book or character dialogue.)

- After the quote, you should identify the
speaker (either the narrator or the name
of a character).

« You MUST provide parenthetical page
citations for your quotes.

« Briefly give the context of the quote

« Answer AT LEAST TWO of the following

questions for EACH QUOTE:

1. What strikes you about this?

2. What was your first thought when you

read this? And then? And then?

3. What does this passage/idea make you
think of or remember?

4. Do you want to challenge or qualify
this author’s claim? In what ways do
you agree with it? Disagree?

5. What else have you
read/heard/experienced that connects
with this author’s ideas?

6. Does something confuse you or lead to
further questions? How do you feel
about this?
